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That's what you might be

tempted to think when

first setting eyes on these

maghnificent wood drums.
After all, the Spanish transla-
tion for cajon is “box.” But these
wonderfully musical wooden
cubes come to us steepedin a
rich tradition. The cajon is a true
example of the soul to which the
roots of Latin American music
are tethered. Cajons date back
to the days of slavery, when
disenfranchised people of Latin
America were forbidden to own
or play traditional drums, and so
imagined new uses for readily
available crates and boxes.
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Though a German company
with a name like Schlagwerk
may not seem the most likely
candidate to carry the mantle
of that strained but ultimately
triumphant musical tradition,
its cajons say otherwise. The
company provides a perfect
blend of the traditional and
the modern, providing cajons
that meet the needs of today’s
musicians while staying true to
the roots of the instrument. And
as is typical with great German
craftsmanship, Schlagwerk’s
cajons boast outstanding tonal-
ity, beautiful appearances, and
uncompromising versatility.

The finish on both the resonance box and playing
surfaces is a two-component clear lacquer.

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What's In The Box

The Cajon la Peru Burl veneer,
referred to as “el negro” by fla-
menco players, has maintained
its unique aesthetics and versa-
tility across all musical situations
and styles. It is truly a classic
cajon, and the company’s most
popular model. The Cajon la Peru
Burl veneer’s sound is matched
by its sharp looks. The dark Burl
veneer playing surface strikes

a nice contrast to the lighter
colored alder wood of the reso-
nance box. The sitting area has
been prepared, roughed up like
sandpaper to provide a non-slip
surface — and it works! There’s
also a neoprene pad for extra-
comfy sitting.

The drum has a nice balance
between the snares and the
natural tonality of the wood. Fat
bass and mid-range tones are
strong and have nice resonance.
The snare response while play-
ing the top corner areas is great
and gives a real dynamic effect
to your rhythms. Articulation and
dynamics are clear and the vibe is
killin’. The internal snare system
can be adjusted by the tightness
of a Velcro strip, as well as by ad-
justing the tension device on the
inside of the resonance box.

The Cajon la Perti Zebrano ve-
neer cajon is a distinctive-look-
ing drum with lots of character.
The mid to high range of the
Gabon wood resonance box is
